Donald G. Hoyt of Loudorwille 
was appointed last night to the 
Board of Education of the North 
Coionie School District. 

Mr. Hoyt will complete the 
term of Joseph C. Donawick, a 
former board president, whose 
resignation was accepted at the 
end' of August. Ttie term ex­
pires next summer. The new 
board member lives at 21 Tur­
ner Lane and is employed in the 
Personnel Recruiting Division of 
the State Civil Service Depart­
ment. 

Unanimously Approved 
His selection was recommend­

Coionie Village 
Asked to Buy 
Land for Park 
Richard Bult, president of the 

Connie Mack League in Coio­
nie, last night asked the Coio­
nie Village Board to acquire 
land now owned by the city of 
Albany near Tanglewood Park 
for use as a ball field. 

Mayor William R. Cook said 
the board took the request un­
der advisement. 

He said the board would have 
to confer with Albany officials 
about the possibility of pur­
chasing the area which is lo­
cated next to a park and play 
area. 

In other action, the board 
heard a petition by Rapple 
Drive residents requesting that 
the speed limit be reduced from 
25 miles an hour to 20 miles 
an hour on their street. 

Residents of the area com­
plained of excessive speed by 
auto in the Rappie Drive area. 

Mayor Cook explained to the 
petitioners that the village 
board is without authority to 

lower the speed limit below 25 
miles per hour in the village. 

Village speed limits below 25 
must be set by the Legislature, 
the mayor said. 

The board gave assurance to 
residents that police would be 
diligent in enforcing the 25 mile 
per hour speed limit on the 
street. 

They also promised to install 
stop signs in the area. 

Hollinger who was chairman of 
the three-member special com­
mittee appointed to find a suc­
cessor to Mr. Donawick. The 
recommendation was approved 
unanimously by the board. 

Mr. Hollinger said that Mr. 
Hoyt was selected from nine dis­
trict residents who had ex­
pressed an interest i.i serving 
on the board. He said the new 
board member has writing ex­
perience and teaching experi­
ence (having taught in the Uni-
vrsity of California and has 
children in North Coionie 
schools. He came to this area 
about seven years ago. 

Takes Seat 
Mr. Hoyt arrived at the board 

meeting minutes after his ap­
pointment and took his seat 
with the rest of the board. 

The meeting concluded with 
a recommendation from Dr. 
George Ansell that the board's 
Library Committee "seriously 
consider" the possibility of 
opening libraries at the ele­
mentary schools on Saturday 
and means of implementing 
such a policy. "It is high time 
we came to consider our school 
libraries as community facili­
ties," he said, and also recom 
mended exploring the opening 
the junior and senior high li­
braries on Saturday as well. 

The committee should con­
sider, and was so charged by 
J. Russell Frazier, board pres­
ident, whether staffing on Sat­
urday should come under the 
supervision of the board or from 
a volunteer agency such as the 
Coionie Library Association. 
Dr. Ansell recommended.

Earlier in the meeting the 

board hired Lawrence Koloda, 
a district teacher as a combina 
tion public relations publicity 
director in charge of news of 
the district schools. Mr. Kolo­
da. who performed similar 
duties when employed ki the 
South Coionie school system, 
will be paid $300 and start the 
assignment Nov. 1. 

| The recommendation for the 
creation of the post and hiring 

of Mr. Koloda was made by the 
board's Publicity Committee. 
Committee chairman Mrs. 
Louise Wise also suggested a 
diminishing of the district's 
"Spotlite" newsletter from the 
usual lour issues to a single 
budget issue in the spring. 

Proposal Tabled 
After lengthy discussion on 

the role of the "Spotlite," this 
suggestion was tabled for fur­
ther study. The new publicity 
position, Mrs Wise said, stems 
from a feeling of a need to 
place "more emphasis on news 
releases for the local press and 
other news media."

A dozen homes along 
the pond, with similar circum­
stances, were required to join 
the General Sewer District last 
year.
