Col. William M. Ache-
son, state engineer, hopes to have 
the bridge completed in 1931 as the 
present load on the old bridge I* 
tremendous, . and traffic tie-ups, 
particularly on week-ends, affect 
the entire stream of tourists be­
tween New York and Buffalo. 

The new bridge will be* wide 
enough to accommodate six lanes 
of automobiles and will be treble 
the capacity of the present etruc-
ture.

In a race against the freezing of j! 

the Hudson river, one of the five'u 
hydraulic dredges operating on the 
deeper Hudson project la being 
worked overtime while an lee 
breaker keeps circling about it In 
order to complete the contract be* j 
fore tomorrow and be out of the • 
channel In advance of winter's icy 
grip. 

This will mark the completion of 
nine miles of the fastest dredging 
recorded since the beginning of the 
deeper Hudson project, Col. John 
D. Myton, resident engineer, said 
today. 

The largest machine of the NSWJ; 
tlonal Dredging company Is com­
pleting an old contract on the. 
Rensselaer side of the part and 
may end operations today. This 
final operation will place the port of 
Albany at the- depth of 40 feet, 
which is equivalent to that of the 
harbors of N»w York, Boston and 
Providence, 

Two more* hydraulic dredges are 
making preparation* to leave dW 
rectly south of the port area, while 
the other two sura located at 
Coxsackte and Hudson. 

Two drills and two dipper 
dredges, which have been operat­
ing near Van Wie'a Point and Cas-
tleton have completed their task 
for this year and are on their way 
to Nsw York. 

Two rock contracts, which Will 
be awarded early next spring, are 
the only barriers that prevent a 
total deep draft channel Between 
Albany and New York.

John D. Myton, resident govern­
ment, engineer, whsh he received 
word that his recommendation of 
11,000,000 for maintenance aai de­
velopment of the channel wfB be 
submitted to the present session, jrf. 
Congress.
