the sum of $15,000 in the annual city 
budget for the purchase and main­
tenance of a public playground and 
the institution of a system of super­
vised recreation under direction of 
physical instructors. 

Judsre Moore, who is perhaps more 
closely acquainted with the needs of 
the county's children than any other 
public official, endorsed the proposed 
plans in a letter written to Charles 
N. Schenck, executive secretary of 
the Chamber of Commerce which is 
sponsoring the project. 

The letter follows: 
"T am deeply interested in the pro­

posal to set up a budget for the nlain-
tenance of parks and a recreation 
system. It is my observation that 
boys and girls, boys particularly, fall 
into two general classes—the first, 
alert, clear eyed, confident, capable, 
ambitious, bright and eager, with 
wholesome thoughts, and a sane, well 
ordered attitude toward life as they 
meet it; second—untidy, untruthful, 
evasive, shifty, idle, vicious and pur­
pose-less. Generally speaking, the suc­
cesses in life are recruited from thu 
first group, and the failures from the 
second. 

"It is with the second group, al­
most exclusively, that children's 
courts and corrective agencies gen­
erally have to* deal. I firmly believe 
that each child is the product of his 
environment during his formative 
years, and. that he needs stimulation, 
encouragement and direction from 
external soureps in direct proportion 
as his home life fail« to provHe men­
tal and moral elements needful for his 
development 

ultimate responsibility for the growth 
and nurture of the children living in 
them. If, for any reason, those chil­
dren lack the essentials, the com­
munity must supply them, or failing 
to do so, must take the conscjuehces.
