New Three-Power 
Agreement 

Paris—(AP)—Prance and Belgium 
Joined efforts to induce Great Brit- j 
a in to attend a three-power Locai-
no Conference and consummate vir­
tual military alliances without Ger­
many or Italy. 

Both powers were agreed, author­
ized sources said, that Gr?at Brit­
ain must be called upon to fulfill 
the terms of the Locarno Accord of 
Mar. 19, now that conciliation with 
Germany has "broken down." 

French and Belgian officials said 
they desired to have quick talks with 
Germany, but the British wished to 
postpone them until Britain tries to 
separate Italy from her new friend­
ship with the Reich. 

Guarantees Proposed 
(The Mar. 19 accord followed Lon­

don conversations between Prance, 
Great Britain. Belgium and Italy 
concerning Germany's rearmament 
of the Rhlneland. The powers pro­
posed an International security and 
economic conference to consider Hit­
ler's peace proposals, made at the 
time of the Rhlneland • action. The 
accord also proposed mutual assist­
ance guarantees In the event of an 
international crisis.) 

Officials said that Paris and Brus­
sels had agreed they must obtain 
Britain's full guarantees as soon as 
possible, so they could enter talks 
with Germany assured of perma­
nent British backing. 

The British viewpoint, as con­
veyed to the French government, 
was s reaffirmation that the Lo­
carno obligations made at the Lon­
don meeting give Prance and Bel-
glum sufficient guarantees of aid 
in case of war with Germany 

France Objects 
Prance's objection, however, was 

that the Locarno Pact ends when 
a new treaty takes its piece, and 
that a five-power conference might 
result In Britain lining up with 
Germany and Italy to fores a new

White F l a t u s — ( U P ) - T h e free­
dom of the press was confirmed to­
day In an opinion hsnded down by 
Supreme Court Justice William P. 
Bieakley upholding the right of 
newspapers to print proceedings of 
closed hearings if the information 
is obtained outside the sealed court 
records. 

Justice Bieakley refused to pun­
ish Jack Turcott. reporter for the 
New York Daily News, for contempt 
of court in publishing an account 
of a libel proceeding. Turcott'a 
story told of the action brought by 
Miss Celinese, J. Fiegel. radio sing­
er, against Dr. R. L. Ditmars, cura­
tor of the Bronx Zoo, and others, 
over a divorce suit in which Miss 
Fiegel was named co-respondent. 

Supreme Court Justice Graham 
Witschief ordered the records in 
the libel and divorce actions sealed, 
prohibiting pubhca«tm 

Principle Fundamental 
Frowning on the procedure, given 

the courts in matrimonial cases. 
Justice Bieakley wrote: 

" . . . It is a fundamental principle 
of law that the publication of an 
article may not be restrained in 
advance. Unless that principle is 
observed in its strictest sense the 
right of freedom of the press is 
abridged.'' 

He held that the United States 
and the New York Constitutions 
guaranteed the right of freedom of 
the press and that since there was 
no contention the reporter had 
broken the sealed records, refused 
to fix punishment for publication 
of the proceedings. 

Attacks Secret Trial* 
. I don't know ) "It is the right of_ the jubUcJ' the | 

opinion said, "to read and analyze 
court proceedings. It is essential 
to their knowledge.' 

Justice Bieakley attacked the 
practice of secret trials under the 
Judiciary law which provides that 
"in all proceedings dealing with 
sex offenses the court may, In Its 
discretion, exclude persons whose 
Interest in the case is not legiti­
mate" That cannot be construed, 
he said, to mean that the trial 
must not be held In public. 

"The wealthy, the soc'ally promi­
nent, the politically Influential 
must not he granted privileges de­
nied the ordinary citizen." he said. 

Schenck Negotiates with 
Gaumont for Basic 

Rights 

New York — (AP) — Basic tele­
vision rights obtained by Britain's 
biggest film exhibiting organisation 
were said by a well-informed Brit­
ish source to be the mam issue in 
negotiations launched here between 
American and British interests. 

Joseph Schenck. chairman of the 
board of Twentieth Century-Fox, 
an American concern, and Isadora 
Ostrer, president of the Gaumont-
British Pictures Corp., Ltd., are 
principals In a deal which Schenck 
has admitted is in progress of ne­
gotiation. 

Ostrer's organisation, In which 
Twentieth Century-Fox already has 
a 49 per cent interest, is reported 
to have secured a monopoly on the 
best television equipment In Eng­
land and to have made a deal un­
der whkh Radio Corporation of 
America will pay royalties for use 
of receiving sets here. 

Since Ostrer's arrival here/ from 
Hollywood, the only word that 
either he or Schenck have uttered 
for publication is a statement by 
the American that "negotiations 
are progressing smoothly." 

Other members of the Gaumont 
organization here state their com­
pany will be ready to begin the use 
of television in August, It is un­
derstood Schenck Is also represent­
ing his brother. Nicholas Schenck, 
of Loew's, Inc.. leading American 
exhibiting company, and the nego­
tiations at present are to sell an in­
terest in Osumont-Britlsh to Loew's. 
majority financial Interest, however, 
under British lew the company 
must still be under British direc­
tion.

COED FOOD HABITS 
TO BE INVESTIGATED 

Columbus, Okie—(UP)—Whether 
the modern college girl eats more or 
less than her predecessors of the 
last 45 years will be answered when 
the school for home economics of 
Ohio State University completes a 
six-year study of food habits of rep­
resentative university women. 

Starting last year under direction 
of Prof Hughlna McKsy. co-eds 
have been testing the food they eat 
to determine how many calories and 
proteins they consume each day. 

When the study Is completed 
about 1941, according to Professor 
McKay, the results will be compared 
with those obtained In previous 
tests. 

In 1894. co-eds ate twice as much 
as they did 30 years later, studies at 
the University of Chicago showed. 

Vsssar girls in 1917 and Iowa 
State co-eds in 1928 also were com­
paratively well fed. 

Studies at Oklahoma A&M and 
at Oklahoma University In 1980 in­
dicated, however, that the girls of 
this period ate much less than these 
of the generation earlier.
