TROY 

Troy.—Mora than tare* century?* 
ago, on a fair September day, much 
iike Thursday, the Halfmoon, staunch 
it tie Dutch ship captained by Henry 

Hudson, English gentleman, entered 
lie "great stream , passed the Nar­

rows and weighed anchor in New 
York Bay, the first ship bearing *hite 
men to enter that famous bay. In the 
diary of "Master Henry Hudson" he 
iescribes the new country as "very 
feasant and high" and abounding in 
he good things of nature. 

In the atory of the 9th of Septem-
»er, 199©. be says: 

The ninth, fair weather. In the 
morning two great canoes came aboard 
mil of men, the one with their bowes 
ind arrowes and the other to but 
kuives to betray us, but we perceived 
iheir intent. Wo took two of them to 
have kept them and put red coatee 
>n them and would not suffer the 
others to come near us. So they went 
•>« land and two others came aboard 
in a canoe. We took the one and 
t*t the other go but he which we had 
taken got up and left over board. 
I'hen we weighed and went into the 
bannel of the river and anchored 

ihere all night. 
On September 22, after Henry Hud­

son and his men had experienced 
nany such meeting* with the Indians 
<nd had found some of them to be 
"very loving people and v<ry old men, 
a small boat was sent out from the 
Half Moon to sound the river higher 
,ip and voyaged as far as Troy be­
fore finding the river "to be at end 
or shipping to go in." The small 
>oat manned by the "master's mate and 
"our men" returned in a "shower of 
•ain" that evening, bringing glowing 
eports of the fertile land along he 

jrinks of the Hudson in this vicinity. 
On the site of Troy, when Hudson s 

nen made that first voyage up the 
river, stood, two Indian vilages of 
be Mohicans. The villages, were well 

lorttfied, surrounded by beautiful coun­
try and overlooking the river. The 
lileasant territory so delighted Hud­
son's men that he said. "This is a 
\ ery good land to fall with and a pleas-
snt land to see." _ 

Shartly after Henry Hudson s men 
i -de the exploring trip up the Hud­
son, the Half Moon set sail again for 
Kngland and "on the seventh day of 
November, being Saturday by the 
tirace of God, arrived safely in range 
of Dartmouth in Devonshire." 

A replica of the Half Moon la now 
<.*n*d by the city of Cohoes and it 
in exhibited as one of the historical 
feaures of that city. A celebration of 
the coming of Hudson to the upper 
Hudson is now being arranged for.
