
KINGSTON CHIEF REPORTS: 

Fire Losses $4-4,762 in '60 
KINGSTON. J a a. 31— 

Kingston's fire loss In 1960 
t o t a l e d $44,762.70, Fire 
Chief James M. Brett re­
ported to the Board of Fire 
Commissioners tonight 

Last year's loss came to 
$1.53 per capita,, double 
that of 1959 when a per 
capita loss of 76' cents was 
reported. 

The D e p a r t m e n t an­
swered 395 calls, including •' 
242 telephone alarms for 
fires, 35 verbal reports of 
fires and 27 bell alarms for 
fires, Also included in the 
calls to which the depart­
ment responded were 23 
bell false alarms, 13 tele­
phone false alarms and 55 
emergency calls other than 
fires. 

Uniformed firemen en­

gaged in a greatly stepped-
up program of building in­
spection during 1960, Chief 
Brett reported. They,-in­
spected 629 buildings, com­
pared to 185 such inspec­
tions in 1959. The fire­
men also made 10 dance 
hall and theatre inspec­

tions, and 134 investiga­
tions and complaints.. 

Brett said there were 77 
fires in the city during 
1960 pn which the fire de­
partment were not called. 
Most of these were caused 
by cigarettes and matches 
and they accounted for a 
fire loss of $4,984.28. 

Of the total fire loss 
during the year, $38,388 62 
was listed for buildings 
and $6,374.08 for contents. 
The buildings and contents 
in which the fires occurred 
were covered by a tottt- of 
$1,921,050 insurance, the 
chief said.
