
Death Action 
Compromised 
For $27,000 
A lawsuit for the wrongful 

death of a young Schenectady 
woman who worked in Troy and 
ws* fatally injured in a four-car 
accident in Latham was settled 
for $27,000, legal paper* showed 
in the Rensselaer County Clerk's 
Office today. 

The $27,000 goes to the estate 
of Patricia B. Francis, who was 
23 when she was fatally injured 
Dec. 20, 1963, on the Troy-Sche-
iitriady Road just west of La­
tham. 

Her father, George E. Fran­
cis, 422 Cora St., Schenectady, 
as administrator of her estate 
sued for $550,000. Six days were 
spent on trial of the case in Su­
preme Court for Rensselaer 
County before it was announced 
settled for undisclosed terms 
Jan. 23. 

The father was represented 
by Arnold M. Gordon, Schenec­
tady attorney. 

Six Defendants 
There were six defendants in 

the lawsuit: George K. Kilduff 
of Troy, owner and driver of 
the car In which the Francis 
woman was a passenger; Dr. 
Thomas L. Rider and Thomas 
L. Rider Jr. of Albany; Herbert 
A. Carey and his father, Arthur 
L. Carey of Loudonville, and 
John R. Walsh of Troy. 

Legal papers showed that Kil­
duff was driving west on Route 
7 when his car came in contact 
with a westbound car operated 
by the younger Rider and owned 
by his father. 

Car Crossed Road 
The Kilduff car crossed over 

the road and collided with an 
eastbound car operated by Her­
bert Carey and owned by his 
father? As a result of this ac­
cident, the Francis woman was 
thrown to the pavement and run 
over by a car owned and oper­
ated by Walsh. 

Under the settlement terms, 
the legal papers showed, Kilduff 
and Walsh contributed $10,000 
each, the full amount of their 
insurance coverage. In addition 
to this, the Riders contributed 
$5,500 and the Careys $1,500.

KHE SANH, Vietnam (AP) -
Casualties have exceeded 10 per 
cent of their 5,000 man force but 
U.S. Marines at this combat 
base are for the most part in 
high spirits and spoiling for a 
fight. 

A comparatively small num­
ber of men have broken down 
emotionally under the North 
Vietnamese artillery, rockets 
and mortar barrages which 
have hammered this base. 
These men have been evacuated 
as combat fatigue cases. 

A German shepherd scout dog 
named Lance, also a combat 
fatigue case, got caught in an I m e^' 
artillery barrage while waiting 
to be evacuated and just lay 
down on the edge of an aircraft 
parking area with his head be­
tween his paws. 

The question of morale is high' 
on the list of concern of senior 
Marines here. The battle for 
Khe Sanh is barely under way 
and is not expected to end until 
many Marines and North Viet­
namese regulars have been 
bloodied in what may shape up 
as the war's biggest single bat­
tle. 

Col. David E. Lownds, 47, of 
Holyoke, Mass., the Marine 
commander here, says reports 
from his battalion and unit com­
manders show morale is as yet 
undented. Interviews with Ma­
rine infantrymen generally bear 
this out.

N. Korean

The 36 consultants, almost all 
of them non-Italians, were 
named to the Congregation for 
the Evangelization of Peoples, 
the Church's central mission 
agency. 

Although consultants do not 
necessarily work full time in the 
Curia, they attend meetings of 
their congregation from time to 
time and are called upon for ad 
vice and special studies. 
* Previously there were 51 con 
sultants in the mission agency, 
all of them prelates. 

The appointment of the eight 
women—five nuns and three sin­
gle lay women—bring to 13 the 
number of women allowed into 
the Curia so far. 

Rose Marie Goldie of Austra­
lia became the first woman giv­
en a post in the Curia in Janu­
ary 1967 when Pope Paul named 
her deputy secretary of the new 
council of the laity. In October 
four nuns were allowed on the 
regular staff of the Curia's 
Congregation of the Religious.
