The second is a budget
promotion committee which
would be made up of four sub-
committees. The public rela-
tion subcommittee would find
ways of advertising and ex-
plaining the budget to the
pudblic. The research sibcom-
mittee would be empowered to
ather questions concerning the

udget which could be
answered before the budget is

pared and before the vote.
he organizational contacts
subcommittee would set up
meetings with organizations in
the community for the purpose
of discussing the budget. The
recruitment subcommittee
would seek persons who would
want to work to inform le
about school programs. The
budﬁet promotion committee
would be made up of one beard
member, one administrator,
and at least eight parents and
members from the public.
Volunteers should call the dis-
trict office.

A third committee cailed a
future options comamittee was
also established by the board at
its regular November meeting.
This committee, to be made up
exclusively of board members,
will examine long-range oplions
for resolving budgetar
problems in the district. Suc
options are consolidation with a
neighboring school district,
better methods to inform the
public of the need for an ade-
quate school budget, increasing
class size, examining
curricelar programs, and ex-
panded cooperative
arrangements with other
schools.
