"My friends impressed upon me 
that I had the full perspective of 
the war picture, and that unless 1 
transferred that picture Into per­
manent form It might never take 
complete shape," General Pershing

"Fortunately I had th* skele­
ton of the picture In my diary. 
which 1 had kept religiously from 

Fran 
until long after my return. 
the day I was ordered to ce 

wrote the first draft of my story 
while t wad serving aa chief of 
staff In 1828. The flrat draft was 
really nothing more, than an out­
line. I worked on it intermit­
tently from that time forward, 
and there war* time* when I 
didn't touch the manuscript for 
many months." 
General Perehig told Of the meth­

od he used In keeping his diary 
during th* war and In expanding It 
into book proportions afterward. 
The diary, a chronological record of 
the Oeneral'a day-by-day activities 
throughout the war period, 1* the 
Joint work of himself and various 
of his aides and aecretarlea. When 
ha could not make entries in It per­
sonally, he left Instruction* for 
othera to fill In the proper records. 

Taking the diary and hla other 
memoranda, letters and miscellane­
ous data aa a starting point, he ap-
eled hlmaelf to desultory fashion.
