A total budget of $330 504 09 to be 
r* • by taxation for the fucal 
year of 1937-31. was revealed in an 
Albany Port District Commission 
resolution transmitted today to the 
mavors of Albany and Rensselaer. 

Mayor Thacher announced that 
of the total 3381.770.10 represents 
Albany's share of the port costs and 
838.823.88 Is to be paid by Retuse-
lser. The two cities make up the 
port district. 

Last year Albsany's share of the 
port budget was 3361.406.80. with a 
proportionate amount lor Rensse­
laer. 

Mayor Thacher said he has re­
quested Dwight B. LaDu. Port Com­
mission chairman, to submit "a de­
tailed statement of how the moneys 
are to be spent." 

He said the 330,000 increase for 
Albany had been "logically antici­
pated, as the peak of the retirement 
of bonds for port construction is in 
the years 1937, 1838 and 1938." Aft­
er 1838. he said, he anticipates a 
reduction in the amount of deficit 
to be raised by taxation. 

The increase la due to the 
amount of debt retirement on the 
bonds he said. "On its operations 
side, the port has shown increased 
revenues and has kept expenses 
down." 

The detailed budget will be sub­
mitted within a few days. The fis­
cal year ends June 30.

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UPSTATE SLIDE 
IS EXPLAINED 

Ram and Weight of Bank 
Forced Up Floor of 

Boquet River 
The landslide which dammed the 

Boquet River near Willsboro, Essex 
County, snd forced the river to seek 
a new channel 10 days ago, was 
technically a "balance slide," Dr. 
David H. Newland, state geologist, 
said today. 

Dr. Newland, who viewed the ef­
fects of the slide a few days ago, 
said he had made some Interesting 
studies. 

"This partlcula rlandslkle was of 
a curious form," he said. "The 
heavy rains which had preceded It 
were a factor In it. Approximately 
300 feet back from the river channel 
was a bank 80 or 70 feet high. 

Weight Transferred 
I determined that the delght of 

this bank was transferred to a sub­
stratum of clay, which In turn 
pushed ahead and forced the blue 
Chsmnlain slay in the river bed to 
rise. 

T h e result was a solid bank of 
blue day 36 feet high and 100 feet 
long, blocking the channel In which 
the river had flowed for many years. 
The river found a new channel to 
the west of the old one." 

Dr. Newland said that In land­
slides of this type the heavy mass 
naturally pushes up the clay from 
the river bed. where the load is 
lightest. 

Width Maintained 
The Boquet River at the scene of 

the slide Is about 70 feet wide. Dr. 
Newland said. The new channel 
today is about the same wlrth. He 
said the mass which blocked the old 
channel la still intact and expressed 
the opinion the river would continue 
to follow Its new channel. 

The landslide, where the river 
winds through the farmlands-of 
Richard McAullffe on the wtllsboro-
Reber Road, was one o fthe biggest 
in the state's known history. 

Dr. Newland said he had discov­
ered the mark- of prehistoric land­
slides adjacent to the river. He said 
the slide hsd left Its mark Indelibly 
in jagged cracks in the ground be­
tween the river had and the earth

The board has an appropriation 

of 8100.000 available when the law 
creating Che unit became effective 
Thursday.

In the set-up of other 
items money will be allocated for a 
corps of stenographers and other 
office help in Albany and an execu­
tive officer. 

Smaller groups of employes will 
be named for the Buffalo and New 
York City branch offices. All of 
them, with the exception of the ex­
ecutive secretary and attorneys to 
be engaged, must be appointed from 
civil service lists. 

New York's "Little Wagner Act.'* 
establishing the board, is primarily 
designed to set up machinery for 
supervising balloting by employes in 
the selection of a union to represent 
them for collective bargaining.
