
Lunchless Troy Schools 
Described as 'Unusual'

The JState Education Depart­
ment nys the Troy city school 
board 4s acting legally in its 
refusal; to provide, space facili­
ties for children who bring a 
lunch to school, but admits their 
action *'is unusual." 

The department's chief coun­
sel, John Jehu, who called the 
Troy board's policy unusual, 
said he hadn't herd of any 
Board of Education that didn't Commission, at the meeting, 
have a lunch program of some 
kind. 

The board refused to act Mon­

ey its president, Fred Grimm, 

calling for an immediate pro­
vision for lunchrooms, and the need for the lunch program is

next year for all elementary 
children. Although no vote was 
taken, the resolutions died for 
lack of a second.

Turner and Rinaldi said in a 
prepared statement that Schovel 
had deliberately held back two 
letters, later brought up at the 
meeting. They stated that he 
had also kept his request for 
a deputy supervisor secret until 
the public meeting. 

"The supervisor not only acted 
in bad faith, but also showed 
that he has no intention of co­
operating with the concilmen, 
despite his preaching to the con­
trary," the statement continued. 

Noting that the supervisor had 
campaigned on a promise to be 
a fulltimer, the Republicans 
pointed out that the work of the 
office has been reduced because 
of the reorganization of the 

board and the election of separ­
ate county legislators. 

The Republicans asked, "Does 
he really need a deputy super­
visor? After a month in office, 
could it be that Mr. Schovel 
has found out that the demands 
of his private business do not 
allow him to spend sufficient 
time in Town Hall to carry on 
the affairs of the Town of Saug-
erties?"

Watervliet is the next most 
stringent, denying lunch at 
school on all except an "emer­
gency basis" for children. In 
Rensselaer Cohoes, Albany and 
Schenectady public schools and 
in the Albany Diocese schools, 
lunches may be carried to some 
buildings, under policy usually 
arrived at the individual school. 

Furthermore, hot lunches are 
provided in Albany's Giffen 
School, Rensselaer's Van Rens-

aer and Fort 'Crailo Schools, 
and will be provided in Schenec­
tady's soon to open Halsey 
School. 

All of Cohoes elementary child­
ren can eat at school if they 
wish. On the other hand, Cohoes 
is the only city district where 
high school students do not have 
in-house cafeteria facilities for 
hot lunches. 

Latitude for Boards 
Jehu, remarking on the Edu 

cation Law, said the boards had 
wide latitude to make reason­
able regulations on lunch pro­
grams. However, he said, if 
parents felt the board wasn't 
acting reasonably, they could 
appeal to the Education Com­
missioner or the State Supreme 
Court "It depends on all the 
facts and circumstances" as to 
what a ruling might be, Jehu 
said. 

Schenectady school officials 
say only five of their 19 schools 
do not allow children to eat at 
school, while at other schools 
children can carry lunches, at 
least during the winter months, 
if they live six-tenths of a mile 
or more sway: TypteaHyrl^"4o 
30 percent of the youngsters eat 
in, they point out 

Albany gives elementary child­
ren a V/z hour lunch break at 
most of its neighborhood schools 
and sends them home, but most 
of mem live close by and there's 
no hardship, says Superintend­
ent Dr. James Hepinstall. In at 
least three schools; Nos. 5, 6 
and 7, children buy bag lunches. 

The superintendent of Albany 
Diocese schools, the Rev. Thom­
as Maloney, noted that "gener­
ally there is opportunity for 
kids to eat lunch in school, but 
in a few "it's not easy to have 
lunch" because of a lack of 
time or personnel. In some, 
schools there were no facilities 
for lunchrooms, and in others, 
with facilities, mothers ^nay 
help, he said.

Hearing Today Will Weigh 

Plan to Rebuild Wolf Road 
The State Department of 

Transportation will hold a pu­
blic hearing at 3 p.m. today at 
Colonie Central High School to 
consider the proposed recon­
struction of Wolf Road. 

The work would affect a 1.9-
mile section of the road be­
tween Central Avenue and Sha­
ker Road. The plan includes 
widening of the present road to 
four lanes with a 16-footvwide 
road level median, following the 
present alignment and grade of 
the road. The project will re­
quire the appropriation of lands 
along Wolf Road, since the width 
including right of way is plan­
ned at 120 feet. 

The hearing will be conducted 
by Frank J. Fuller, district En­
gineer for the department in 

* Albany. Preliminary plans show­
ing location of the project and 
properties in that area will be 
available for study. 

According to J. Burch Mc 
Morran, commissioner of trans­
portation, persons attending the 
hearing may present their views 
by written or oral statements.

Drive, Loudonville, and Eugene 
Greenhouse of Cohoes were left 
residuary of the estate after se­
veral bequests to grandchildren. 

Mrs. Greenhouse, who died 
July 15, 1957, was the widow of 
Alfred Greenhouse who founded 
the wholesale grocery firm of 
A. Greenhouse, Inc., now head 
ed by Saul Greenhouse.
