The political free-for-all, ex­
pected even by some Commu-
ist observers to come danger­
ously close to physical combat, 
is being c a l l e d the World 
Forum of Solidarity of Youth 
and Students in the Fight for 
N a t i o n a l Independence and 
Liberation, for Peace.

The prosecution retted its 
cases after calling • total ef 
nine witnesses today in the 
Rensselaer County Court trial of 
Dr. Joseph P. Lasko, 08-year-old 
Troy physician under indict-
ment en a felony charge of sec­
ond degree assault of a police 
officer, and a misdemeanor 
charge of resisting a public offi­
cer in the discbarge of his duty. 

The defense then opened its 
side of the case with Dr. Lasko 
taking the stand as the second 
witness. 

The chief complaining wit-
ness, Motorcycle Officer Michael 
J. Pastore, 31, took the witness 
stand yesterday afternoon. 

The charges against the physi­
cian stem from incidents in Wil­
liam Street, between Broadway 
and Fulton Street, in back of Dr. 
Lasko's home at 1835 5th Ave, 
about 1 p.m. last April 7, when 
the doctor's parked car allegedly 
was blocking traffic in the alley 
and the officer attempted to 
place him under arrest. 

The procession of prosecution 
witnesses included several driv­
ers whose vehicles were blocked. 
Among them were Arthur Bre­
ton, 420 10th St., who testified 
today he saw Pastore grab Dr. 
Lasko by the arm and a scuffle 
ensued when the physician 
pulled away. "Actually I didn't 
see any blows," he said. 

A citizen put his arm around 
Dr. Lasko to restrain him but 
the struggle continued until 
three other officers drove up 
and put Dr. Lasko in a prowl car, 
he testified. 

Two Troy Post Office em­
ployes, Bernard J. Carroll Jr., a 
carrier, and Leo Creagan, a su­
pervisor, were the finsl witnesses 
called by Asst. Dist. Atty. James 
J. Reilly, who is in charge of the 
prosecution with Asst. Dist. Atty. 
Lawrence J. Bizzarre Both said 
they watched from a rear plat­
form at the post office. 

Mr. Carroll aaid he saw the 
doctor take a ticket off his car 
and drop it on the ground, and 
heard the officer say he was un­
der arrest. He aaid the officer 
reached for the doctor, who took 
a swing and knocked the officer'a

helmet off. Under cross exam­
ination, he aaid the doctor ap­
peared reluctant to go to the 
prowl car and police held both 
arms and had to pull him along. 

Mr. Creagan aaid the doctor 
refused to move his car at the 
request of the officer who 
shouted "I'm not going to take 
any more crap from you, you're 
under arrest." He said the offi­
cer grabbed the doctor's arm 
and his helmet fell off and a 
scuffle ensued. 

M. Andrew Dwyer, defense at­
torney for Dr. Lasko, who, in 
his opening yesterday, main­
tained the defendant was the 
victim and not the perpetrator 
of the assault, called as his 
first witness Dr. Francis M. 
Noonan, a surgeon at Cohoes 
Memorial Hospital where Dr. 
Lasko is president of the staff. 

He said when Dr. Lasko ar­
rived to perform an operation at 
4 p.m. that Hay, his appearance 
alarmed him and he advised 
him to be admitted to the hos­
pital because he was concerned 
about a possible heart attack. 
He said he attended Dr. Lasko 
who complained of pain in the 
chest and who had contusions of 
the upper and lower lip and 
cheek which were markedly 
swollen. 

Yesterday afternoon Officer 
Pastore testified Dr. Lasko 
punched him about the face. He 
denied he grabbed the doctor 
prior to the scuffle but under 
cross examination said he was 
about to do so and reached for 
the doctor's hand.

Johnson Sees

Cape Kennedy (UPI)—Presi­

dent Johnson got a quick look 
at America's newest rocket proj­
ects yesterday and vowed never 
to let the nation accept second 
place in the space race. 

"We can't be second in space 
and first in the world," the Presi­
dent told engineers and techni­
cians gathered in the blockhouse 
of the world's moat powerful 
known rocket. 

"As long as I am permitted to 
lead this country I will never ac­
cept a place second to any other 
nation in this field." 

As the President spoke, sci­
entists were completing a test 
countdown for the 190-foot Sa­
turn- 1 super rocket that is sched­
uled to orbit an unmanned Apol­
lo moonship test model Friday. 

Johnson paid the surprise 90-
minute visit to the Cape while 
returning to Washington from 
Miami Beach where he ad­
dressed a labor convention. 

After receiving a briefing on 
the Saturn-1—forerunner of the 
giant Saturn-5 that is scheduled 
to send three men to the moon 
by 1970—the President inspect­
ed two Mariner Mars television 
probes and met four Gemini 
astronauts. 

Johnson wished good luck to 
Virgil I. Gnssom and John W. 
Young, the space pilots sched­
uled to make the first two-man 
U.S. orbital voyage early next 
year. "You carry my hopes with 
you—and all our hopes," he said.
