Schodack who are sixty five 
years of age or older and who 
have owned their residential 
property for more than twenty- 
four consecutive months as of 
this coming May 1, 1975, to 
please take note that Local Law 
4 has been passed by the 
Rensselaer County Legislature 
and approved by the County Ex­
ecutive and will take effect as 
of January 1, 1975.

The Local Law 4 increases

The 
change for the time of 
ownership on property is man­
dated by New York State law.

This income increase change 
has only been made on the coun­
ty level to date.
