Schenectady Man Faces 
Court in Negligence 

Death Case

Schenectady—Dubious distinction 
has come to John Kelly of 935 Em 
mett Street, for he Is the first to 
face trial here under indictment 
charging criminal negligence In op­
erating an automobile under a new 
section of the penal law. 

Kelly's trial which opened yes­
terday in County Court before 
Judge James W. Liddle and a Jury 
is based on the death of Oeorge Al-
vin Regels. #3. of 433 Summit Ave­
nue, on Nov. 30 in the Duanesburg 
Road opposite the B. J. Waldron 
farm. 

.According to the testimony of 
Stephen C. Skotorizok of 826 Michi­
gan Avenue. Regels was riding to 
the Waldron place en Skotorizok * 
truck. Arriving at Regels' destina­
tion, the 'truckman said he drove 
off the left side of the Duanesourg 
Road and Regels descended from 
the cab to the pavement. 

Ae Regels stood with his hand on 
the cab door conversing with Sko-
toriaok. Kelly's auto struck him, 
tossing his body 90 feet. Kelly 
halted some 400 feet farther on 
Kelly backed up to the body and 
helped the driver to lift Regels Into 
it. When Kelly's car would not 
start again being out of gas. an­
other machine was halted. 

Regels was transferred to it for 
the trip to Ellis Hospital where he 
was declared dead. 

Reginald C. Dawson, deputy 
sheriff, testified that when he 
reached the accident scene, there 
was a "strong odor of alcoholic, bev­
erages'' In Kelly's oar. Kelly told 
him, Dawson said, that he had been 
up all night, and had "had a few 
beers." The witness described Kelly's 
eyes ss bloodshot and his clothing 
badly soiled. The trial was re­
sumed today.
