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Firemen Rescue Man, 25, 
After Plunge From Bridge 

Quick action by Troy and Wa-
tervliet police and Troy firemen 
saved a Watervliet man from 
death Thursday night after he 
plunged 00 the "Congress Street 
Bridge. 

The man, identified by Troy 
poUce as Patrick Garrity, 25, 
of 2406 Broadway, Watervliet, 
was taken to Samaritan Hospital 
by Ambulance Service Corp. 

Hospital authorities declined 
to give any information about 
his condition, but police and fire 
authorities said he did not ap­
pear seriously injured. 

He was later transferred to 
Albany Medical Center Hospital 
where bis condition was des­
cribed as "good." 

Garrity narrowly missed land­
ing on an abutment of wood pil­
ings and stone as he dropped 
from the bridge, Troy police 
said. 

Troy Alerted 
Watervliet police alerted Troy 

Dispatcher Charles J. Tillotson 
at 8:25 p.m. that there was a 
man on the bridge threatening 
to jump. 

Sgt. Arthur Quinlan dispatch­
ed officers to the scene, while 
the Troy Fire Dept. responded 
with Truck 1 and its Rescue 
Squad boat. 

Patrolmen A. J. DiRienzo and 
Charles Radliff, first Troy pa­
trolmen at the scene, said they 
tried to dissuade Garrity from 
jumping. The two officers talked 
with the man for about 10 min­
utes, they said. 

Watervliet police, meanwhile, 
approached from the other side 

of the bridge, also pleaded with 
Garrity. Both police agencies 
said Garrity was sitting on the 
railing of the bridge, but when 
they arrived he stepped behind 
it and stood on the ledge of the 
bridge. 

As police officers attempted 
to take hold of the man, he 
plunged into the water, landing 
only about a foot away from 
the wood and stone abutment. 

Quick Work 
Within five minutes, Troy 

Fire Capt. Frank Hyde and 
Hoseman Peter Felletti of the 
Fire Dept. Rescue Squad grab­
bed hold of Garrity and pulled 
him into the boat. They said 
they found the man hanging 
onto a pier. 

Deputy Fire Chief William E. 
Phoenix and Bn. Chief Thomas 
Nash supervised firemanic oper­
ations. 

Asst. Police Chief Thomas 
Maguire, Capt. John J. Givney, 
and Sgt. William J. Norton di­
rected Troy police .activities. 

Lt. Richard Meher led Water­
vliet police efforts from that 
city's side of the bridge. Pa­
trolmen John Connors, -Donald 
Kinney, C. Fred Thallman and 
Robert Besten were also at the 
scene.

Although Republi­
can Chairman Joseph Casey is back in the GOP driver's seat, 
this doesn't alter the possibility he might resign, again; this 
time to accept a state appointment.

One hears increasing talk of the possibility that sometime 

in the next two years, Gov. Rockefeller might resign. The feel­
ing is that it would be a magnanimous Rockefeller gesture to 
Lt. Gov. Malcolm Wilson. 

As the incumbent, Wilson would be virtually un­
assailable when the time came to select a gubernatorial 
candidate in 1970. 
However, one doubts whether such a move by Rockefeller 

in the next few months would be the kindest thing he could do 
for the lieutenant governor..

Board Denies 
Radio Station 
Variance 
Negative reaction by residents 

of the neighborhood along Boght 
Road, Colonie, led the Colonie 
Zoning Board of Appeals Thurs­
day night to turn down a re­
quest for a variance to enable 
construction of a radio broad­
casting station and tower at 
242 Boght Road. 

The applicant, owner of the 
former RPI Radio Station 
WHAZ, asked a waiver to al 
low building of a tower 185 feet 
high as well as allowing a com­
mercial operation in an area 
zoned for residences. 

J. M. Starkweather, agent of 
the J. M. Camp Co. of Wheaton, 
111., which bought the 1,000-watt 
AM station from RPI a year 
ago with the proviso the station 
be moved within two years to 
some point no farther than 
three miles from downtown 
Troy, argued that the station 
was "a public service" rather 
than a commercial venture. 

But when residents of Boght 
and Miller roads cited a previ-\ 
ous radio tower in the areaJ 

which they called "an eyesore" 
before it was dismantled after 
the station failed, the appeals 
board ruled against granting 
the variance. 

In other rulings the board: 
Denied Indiana Oil Co. per­

mission to add a canopy on its 
service station at 2044 Central 
Ave. because it would violate 
setback regulations. 

Granted Robert Dames per­
mission to overstep by six 
inches a sideyard setback regu­
lation in converting his one-
family residence at 38 Natick 
»St. into a two-family building. 

Granted Salvatore Gatto the 
right to build a photo film drop 
building next to his hobby shop 
at 269 Osborne Road despite 
its variance from the frontage 
setback regulation.
