SINGAPORE, Jan. 30 ( I N S ) . - , 
Considerable mystery envelops the 
motives for and purpose of the 
forthcoming visit of three U. S. 
cruisers to Singapore to show the 
American flag at the formal open­
ing of Britain's new base here. 

Who took the initiative in this 
matter—Washington or London? 

Evidently to placate Japanese 
misgivings and alarm, the impres­
sion is being created here that the 
idea originated with the American 
Navy department or government. 

N O N E A S K E D 

The influence Singapore news­
paper, the Straits Times, declares 
that no naval power has "been 
asked to be present" at the British 
war exercises next month. It adds 
that as far as the U. S. cruisers 
are concerned, "there will be r o 
question of 'participation' in any 
ceremony." 

I n tola mighty sentinel-post of 
the far-flung British empire there 
is a singular mixture of feeling 
with regard to the American naval 
visit. The cruisers flying the stars 
and stripes will be welcomed. But 
there is fear as to the manner in 
which Japan might interpret the 
incident. Concerning this, the 
Singapore Free Press makes the 
astonishing editorial declaration: 

cruisers' visit certainly 
A new situation. For, 

whereas the admiralty undoubt­
edly wished foreign powers to 
hear about Singapore, it is cer-
tain they did not wish them to

QUESTION INVITATION 

Were the American cruisers ask­
ed to come? Who invited them and 
Why? Those are the questions ask­
ed in Singapore. 

Aside from the fact that the in­
itiative in the matter is mysterious, 
i t i s suggested in well-informed cir­
c les that the British admiralty in 
London did not take the Singapore 
naval command into its confidence 
The questions appearing in the 
press here were presumably in­
spired by the Singapore command 
which Is allegedly not enthusiastic 
over the coming American naval 
call. 

The Singapore naval command's 
embarrassment can be compre­
hended when it is understood that 
on the one hand the British ad­
miralty's attitude has been to do 
nothing that might provoke Japan 
and on the other hand that Hol­
land's West Indies naval and air 
forces have not been Invited to 
Singapore's "coming out party." 

The admiralty's anxiety to avoid 
provoking Japan is obviously due 
to the fact that the bulk of the 
Brit ish navy is held tightly in the 
Meditteranean by Benito Musso­
lini's increasing sea, air and land 
strength. 

A s for Holland's East Indies 
forces, they are only a few hours 
sai l ing t ime away from here and 
upon their co-operation Singapore 
would count in the event of a sud­
den emergency.

140 Foot Model 
Tells of Floods 

ITHACA, Jan. 30 (AP) — Floods 
which occur, on the average, only 
once in a hundred years are being 
studied by use of a flood control 
model of the Chenango river a 
Binghamton. which has been wet! 
up at Cornell university. 

The model is a 140 foot long 
miniature represent ing t w o miles of 
the Chenango. It s h o w s Bingham­
ton pinching the river where the 
stream divides the city. The model 
is under a long shed. Rain and 
snow do not disturb its artificial 
floods. N e a r b y Beebe lake supplies 
the 'flood" water , wh ich rolls under 
the shed in a s t ream equivalent to 
a couple of open hydrants . 

In a letter urging all affiliates

Jobs." 

Saying the CIO "has taken upon 
itself the duty of presenting the 
case of the unemployed," Lewis 
added that the Affiliated United 
Mine Workers already were catt­
ing the matter to the attention of 
Congress .
